As mathematicians, the children will name, identify and describe the properties of 2D and 3D 
shapes. They will learn to construct tally charts, block graphs and pictograms, and use these to 
ask and answer questions. The children will consolidate their understanding of place value; using 
their knowledge to compare and order two digit numbers, as well as reading and writing 
numbers in numerals and words. They will revisit a range of addition and subtraction strategies 
and learn to apply these to any pair of two digits numbers. They will explore how estimation and 
inverse calculations can be used to check their work, and apply their learning to solving 
problems. 
 
 

 

 

Music 

As musicians, the children will 

be learning and performing 

some pirate themed songs. 

They will use tuned and 

untuned instruments to 

explore sounds, and compose 

and improvise their own 

songs. 

 

PE 

As competitors, the children will use 

tennis balls and rackets to develop 

their throwing, catching and batting 

skills. As dancers, they will learn ‘The 

Barber’s Pole’ Maypole dance to 

perform at our upcoming May 

festival. 

PSHE 

As citizens, the children will be developing 

their friendship skills. Not only will the children 

be confident at continuing to make friends but 

also they will consider ways fallouts and 

disagreements could be resolved.  

Science 

As scientists, the children will be 
investigating the forces used to make 
changes to a material. They will become 
more familiar with the words twist, 
squash, squeeze and roll. They will 
experiment with these words and 
investigate if they are push or pull forces. 
By the end of the unit, children will be 
familiar with the types of materials that 
can be changed and those that cannot.  

 

 

 

 Year 2 Curriculum OverviewEnglish 

As readers, the children will explore a range of structured poetry. They will follow oral 

and written instructions to play or make pirate games, crafts and recipes, and towards 

the end of the term, they will read and explore the features of biographies. As writers, 

they will work in pairs to create their own nonsense, refrain and list poems about 

pirates. They will write a set of instructions telling others how to make a pirate 

themed snack, as well as using their learning in history to write their own biography of 

Blackbeard or Sir Francis Drake. As speakers and listeners, they will recite and 

perform their own poems as well as those of famous poets. They will practise giving 

verbal instructions to teach each other how to play a pirate game, as well as orally    

rehearsing their instructions and biographies before writing. 

RE 
As theologians, the children will learn 

how Christians believe in God. They 

will discuss if they believe in anything 

they cannot see and what helps them 

believe. The children will have the 

chance to listen to stories about God.  
History 

As historians, the children will 
use a range of sources to find 
out about pirates; recording 
their findings through drawings 
and writing. Each lesson will 
begin by focusing on two 
famous pirates: Sir Francis 
Drake and Blackbeard, and 
finding similarities and 
differences between them. 

 

Art, Design      and    Technology 

As designers, the children will be designing, 

making and evaluating their own treasure 

chests complete with treasure. They will follow 

instructions to create their sculpture and will 

make the treasure using a range of rigid and 

flexible materials. 

Computing 

As technologists, the children will be 

developing their coding skills by 

learning to program floor robots. 

They will input sequences of code; 

predict the outcome of given 

sequences and write and test their 

own code.

 

 

E-Safety 

As technologists, the children will revisit the 

school’s e-safety rules and discuss why each 

one is important. They will have the 

opportunity to put them into practice when 

using the laptops for coding activities this 

term. 

 



   

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Homework

The children will also be asked to complete a ‘Learning Journal’ as part of their homework in 

which they will be asked to demonstrate their learning from English, mathematics or topic 

sessions that week.
